Queen Victoria  who inf luenced the change.  She was given a  t iny one as  a  present  in  1888 ,  which

launched a fashion for  the ‘ pocket-s ized’  dogs that  went global .  And the trend continues today,

as  breeders  maintain the qual i ty  that  keeps these trustwor thy l i tt le  fe l lows as  popular  as  ever .

Pomeranians unsurpris ingly  are f rom Pomerania in  nor th-eastern Europe,  and were original ly

known as  Zwergspitz .  Zwerg means ‘dwarf ’  and ‘spitz ’  i s  the German breed of  i ts  bigger  ancestor .

From the freezing Prussian Balt ics ,  bred to a  dinky s ize ,  and with a  royal  connect ion,  the

Pomeranian has been on a  worldwide journey of  success .  No wonder this  t iny dog is  a  giant

favorite .



SIBERIAN HUSKY

INTELLIGENT AND HARD-WORKING DOGS.

Active ,  socia l ,  and usual ly  f r iendly  dogs ;  often do wel l  with chi ldren and other  dogs .

S iberian Huskies  are energet ic  dogs and par t icipate in  dog spor ts  such as  s ledding,
ski jor ing (pul l ing a  skier) ,  and car t ing.

Stubborn tendencies  may be lessened by using reward-based tra ining involv ing smal l
treats  and favorite  toys .

DID YOU KNOW?

These intel l igent  and hard-working dogs have been used in  a  number of  ro les  over  the centuries .

In  no par t icular  order ,  they include herding reindeer,  pul l ing s leds and even keeping chi ldren

warm. 
They have a  long histor y  of  helping humans,  in  fact .  Some say the breed began with the

Chukchi  tr ibe of  S iberia ,  though various other  tr ibes are occasional ly  credited with helping them

evolve too. 
S iberian Huskies  were made famous in  1925 when they del ivered a  diphtheria  serum

after  a  ci ty  was str icken by an epidemic .  Though bui l t  for  the harsher  cl imes of  S iberia ,  they

managed to f ind their  way to America in  1909.  As  one of  the most  popular  dogs in  the Unites

States  today,  we’re  glad they made the journey.



BREED GROUPS STAR IS MOST LIKELY

RELATED TO

We tested Star ’s ancestry for specif ic pure breeds,  going back three generations (or to the great-

grandparents) .  Beyond this ,  today ’s technology can only identify down to the genetic “group” level

(sporting, toy,  guard,  etc .) .  We know the breeds found in these groups and that Star may share

genetic similarit ies with many of them. We've arranged these in order,  with the most l ikely starting

at the top. The breeds displayed are examples of breeds in each specif ic group. The full  l ist  for each

can be found on the breeds we analyzed, cl ick on the l ink below.

ASIAN
GROUP

The Asian Group is comprised mainly of breeds from the Asian and Arctic regions of

the world.  Often bred for guarding or working they have been invaluable assets to

man throughout the ages.

MIDDLE EASTERN AND AFRICAN
GROUP

While this ancient group shares many of the characteristics of the Hound Group, their

origins,  as the name would suggest ,  are concentrated in Africa and the Middle East

unlike the hound group that has no true geographic center.

SPORTING
GROUP

The sporting group breeds are incredibly diverse in personality and appearance,  but

can be characterized as very sturdy.  They were developed to work closely with people

and in general have a very responsive nature and high intell igence.

MOUNTAIN DOGS
GROUP

This genetic group was bred for hard work in mountainous regions.  Characterized by

their thick coats and sturdy,  larger builds they quickly became the invaluable

working companions of people in endurance activit ies such as drafting and hauling.

The published weight ranges of more than 200 purebred dogs.

The observed weights of purebred dogs,  each with an ideal Body Condition

Score,  from the Banfield® Pet Hospital  database.

Breeds the WISDOM PANEL™ test analysis has identif ied that reflect a dog's true

heritage and genetic complexity.

A genetic algorithm based on mixed-breed data that calculates the contribution

of each set of chromosomal genetic markers.

ENVIRONMENTAL EFFECTS ON WEIGHT

A dog's early l i fe is  very important in determining how they wil l  grow and develop.

They can fai l  to reach their ideal weight for a number of reasons,  including the diet of

their mother during pregnancy and nursing (as well  as their own diet as puppies) .

I l lness and disease can play a part too,  as can having parasites l ike roundworms or

fleas and ticks.  For dogs who are adopted after they are ful ly-grown, it  may be harder

to f ind the historical  background on these factors.

Maintaining a healthy weight is a key factor in Star having a long and healthy l i fe.
